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Preamble 
 

For this Beach Soccer Season 2020, BSWW has established an Women Clubs World Ranking taking 

into account all editions of Euro Winners Cup and the new world competition, the World Winners 

Cup, following the criteria of 25% reduction from the 1st to 2nd position and a subsequent 

decrease of 20%, 10% and 5%, to make the ranking much more fair. 

 

The weighting of the Women Clubs World Ranking follows a points-per-event system, where the 

position occupied in the standings of every event awards a determined amount of points to the 

given club. 

 

There are 6 (six) types of categorized events, ordered from highest to lowest in points: 

 

1. World Winners Cup  

2. Euro Winners Cup 

3. Continental Beach Soccer Cups & Games 

4. BSWW Tour 1 

5. BSWW Tour 2 

6. Friendly Match 

 

The following information explains and develops the criteria and point weight given to each of the 

mentioned categories. 

 

1. Assessment periods 

 

 Ranking 2019: 

 

- The BSWW Women Clubs World Ranking will consider last 4 years and the period 

assessed will meet a gradual decrease of the points weighting. Thus, the value of each 

year is 25% lower than the previous: 

 

□ 2016;      Year value: 25% 

□ 2017;      Year value: 50% 

□ 2018;      Year value: 75% 

□ 2019;      Year value: 100% 

 

 

The ranking will be updated and published after each women’s clubs event. 
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2. Points Distribution Criteria 2019 
 

 World Winners Cup (WWC) 
 

The World Winners Cup is a global clubs competition open for registration, all teams need to 

be sanctioned and approved by their respective National Football Association. This 

competition will be presented as the most valuable clubs’ competition.  

 

The Champion of the World Winners Cup gets 1200 points. The point rate decreases as 

follows: 

 

  

 

 

 Euro Winners Cup (EWC) 

 
The Euro Winners Cup is a biggest competition of Club in Europe.

a) BSWW Tour (Category 1)  

 

The BSWW Tour must meet the requirements below: 

 

a) All teams must be national teams endorsed by their FA and by BSWW; 

b) A minimum of 4 national teams must participate; 

c) FIFA referees must be designated by BSWW; 

d) The minimum BSWW staff delegation must include: Competition Manager, TV Manager, 

Media Manager and Operations Manager; 

e) The organization of the event must have TV production; 

f) BSWW must provide international TV broadcasting; 

g) The stadium and sports facilities must meet the requirements of the BSWW Guidelines 

Manual. 

 

The points distribution for a BSWW-organized BSWW Tour is:  

 

 
 

b) BSWW Tour (Category 2) 

 

The BSWW Tour endorsed by BSWW must meet the requirements below: 

 

a) All teams must be national teams endorsed by their FA and by BSWW; 

b) A minimum of 4 national teams must participate; 

 

The Local Organization Committee must disclose the organization of the event 1 month 

before the start of the competition and must submit the following documentation no later 

than two weeks before the date of the first match: 

 

a) Dates of the match or matches; 

b) Venue location; 

c) Final list of the players and delegates of all national teams;

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d) BSWW Tour Regulations and all relevant documents related to competition aspects; 

 

In terms of competition, the Local Organization Committee obligations are: 

 

a) International air transfer and accommodation (1FB) for a BSWW General 

Coordinator or BSWW Representative; 

b) International air transfer and accommodation (FB) for the International FIFA 

referees attending the event; 

c) Have at least one FIFA referee; 

d) Accommodation (FB) for the local FIFA referees attending the event; 

e) Referees must receive a fee of 100 (EUR or USD2) per competition day + 80 (EUR 

or USD) for other possible expenses; 

f) Local transport for: Teams, referees, and BSWW staff; 

 

The new points distribution for this type of events as of April 2018 is:  

 

 
 

1Full board: 3 meals per day – breakfast, lunch and dinner; 
2Referee’s fee in European events are paid in EUR; for the rest of events, the referee’s fee is paid in USD; 

 

 Friendly Match 
 

In order to endorse a friendly match, the host FA must submit an official letter including the 

following information no later than two weeks before the date of the match: 

 

a. Both teams must be national teams endorsed by their FA and by BSWW; 

b. Dates of the match or matches; 

c. Location of the match; 

d. Final list of the players and delegates of both national teams; 

e. Names and nationalities of the four FIFA referees designated for the match/es; 

 

After the friendly match, the host FA is responsible for providing the following 

documentation: 

a) Copy of the Match Report, signed by the four referees attending the match/es, as well 

as the captains of both national teams; 

b) Professional Photos of the match/es; 

c) Brief report about the match/es;
